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DISCUSSION: The Director, California Service Center, denied the nonimmigrant visa petition. The matter
is now before the Administrative Appeals Office (AAO) on appeal. The appeal will be rejected.

When the director denied the petition, the director provided instructions on how to appeal the decision to the
AAO. This language was included in error, because the regulations do not provide for appeals ofR-l denials .
The director's erroneous inclusion of appeal instructions in the denial notice does not supersede the AAO's
regulatory lack ofappellate authority regarding R-I nonimmigrant religious worker petitions.

Because there is no provision to allow the petitioner to appeal the director's decision, the appeal cannot be
accepted, and therefore must be rejected.

ORDER: The appeal is rejected.
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
